II. Course Description

This course is designed to allow students to apply an artistic approach to floral design.  Students will explore elements and principles of design, two and three dimensional designs, history of floral art, arrangement styles and techniques, seasonal, holiday and occasional designs.  Students will achieve this through creating designing, identifying, explaining, evaluating and growing all topics of study.
Students will be attempting to receive their California Floral Certificate.  The state exam will be held in Fall 2015.
III. Grading/Attendance Policy

Attendance is very important and will impact grades.  Due to the nature of the materials, THERE ARE NO MAKE UPS OF ARRANGEMENTS MISSED WHEN ABSENT, even when excused.  Extra credit is periodically assigned throughout the semester and students are expected to makeup the necessary points missed.  It is the students responsibility to find out what they missed when absent.  

Grades are based on a point system.  All assignments are given a point value.  Points are totaled at the end of each grading period.

IV. Floral Portfolio

Students are required to create and maintain a floral portfolio.  Throughout the semester pictures of arrangements, handouts, notes, and written assignments are to be kept.  Students must obtain a 1 1/2” binder with a clear slip cover, 30 clear page protectors and lined binder paper.   This is due by September 1st, 2006.  Details on how to set up the portfolio will follow.  The portfolio will be due at the end of each semester. 

V. Pass/Tardy Policy

Each student is given two passes per semester.  Each pass is worth 25 points extra credit at the end of the semester.  If the student uses the passes before the semester ends, additional passes may be “purchased” for 40 points from their grade.

Students are to be in their seats with their materials at the tardy bell.  For every tardy, the students will be assigned lunch detention on the following Thursday.  Students arriving late are to sign in on the log sheet and mark “tardy”, date and time and have the instructor sign it.  On the 5th tardy, a referral will be made in the student’s behalf to the vice principal.

VI. FFA Participation

Each student is required to participate in at least three FFA activities per semester.  Each activity is valued 50 points.  One of them should be a concession stand.

VII. Projects

Each student is required to develop a Supervised Agricultural Experience Project.  Data will be entered into the California Vocational Agriculture Record book, either in a paper form or with a digital copy.  This is equal to 150 points each semester.
Students are required to participate in at least one commercial floral event in off-school hours.
