I.  
Course Description

This course provides a study of basic animal veterinary care.  Course work will include anatomy and physiology of domestic animals, nutrition, parasites and diseases, and much more.  Guest speakers will be provided to add knowledge of current practices.  There will be many field trips relating to animal care this year, so student transportation is necessary.  Students will gain practical experience in veterinary medicine by conducting hands-on activities and internships.

Grading Procedures

1. All assignments are to be completed in blue or black ink or pencil.

2. Late assignments will receive a 33% reduction in points per day late and will not be accepted after the 3rd day.

3. Students are expected to come to the instructor before or after school in order to pick up or make up any assignments that were missed through excused absences.  Students have 1 day for every day of absence to make up the work.  If a student is absent the day an assignment is due, they are required to turn it in the day they return.
4. Students are expected to keep a spiral notebook with all assignments.

5. The participation portion of the grade is based on daily attendance points.  Unexcused absences will result in 0 points and excused absences will have the opportunity to do an alternate assignment to make up points.
* Note: Veterinary Science receives life science credit as long as both a letter grade of “B” or higher is earned and a final examination score of “C” or higher is earned.  Those not achieving the required grades will receive elective credit as long as they pass the course.  In addition, if you meet the above requirements, you will receive credit through the Yuba Community College District for Vet Science 1 and Vet Science 55.

FFA & SAE Responsibilities

The FFA portion of the grade is evaluated by participation in 3 FFA leadership development events per semester.  Each student in Agriculture Education is required to take part in a Supervised Agricultural Experience (SAE) Project, which in this class would be in the form of an internship.

Class Rules
1. All school and district rules and dress codes will be enforced.
